Vinod C Khanna (b. 1939) is a former Director of the Institute of Chinese Studies. As a member of the 

Indian Foreign Service, he was India's Ambassador to Cuba, Indonesia, and Bhutan. During his diplomatic 

career he handled several responsibilities relating to Sino-Indian relations.
